COOKING/REHEATING

The IEC Power Output rating is an internationally standardised rating, so all
microwave manufacturers now use the same method of measuring power
output.

and popular. These are meals which are already prepared and cooked by the
food manufacturer, and then frozen, chilled or vacuum sealed for long life.
Increasingly, heating times for such ready meals are being based on the Heating

The following parts of your microwave oven should be cleaned regularly to
prevent grease and food particles from building up:

¢ |nside and outside surfaces

e Door and door seals

e Plate tray
